Still time to sign up for boys and girls WHITE MOUNTAIN LACROSSE LEAGUE

Online registration is ongoing at www.plylax.org (plylax.org)
Fee is $90 first student, $65 each additional sibling (financial assistance available)
But sign up as soon as possible so you won't be disappointed if the rosters fill up!

The following is information not on the website but useful for anyone new to the league considering
signing up:

Plymouth league philosophy: The league welcomes inexperienced players (especially in the younger
divisions - starting out at U15 may be more difficult). Our program is small and the emphasis is on learning
and having fun. Teams are based on age, not ability. Boys join one of three teams (age 9-10, 11-12, 13-
14). Girls join one of two teams (age 11-12 which includes 9-10, 13-14).

Practice times and locations: Tuesdays and Thursdays from 5:00-6:30pm and Saturday mornings from
9:00-10:30am for both the girls and boys teams. Practices are held at the field on Smith Bridge Road, just
after Plymouth Animal Hospital and before the covered bridge. Sometimes, early season practices make
take place at Holderness or New Hampton prep schools, both of which generously allow the league to use
their artificial turf fields if the snow doesn't cooperate in melting!

Game frequency and locations: Games are played both home and away. Last season, there were 7 games
scheduled, half of which were played at home. The boys play at the same location where practices are
held. The girls play at the Plymouth High School field.

Equipment: For girls, a stick, goggles and mouth guard are needed (cleats are recommended, but not
required). Boys need a helmet, mouth guard, stick, gloves, and shoulder pads (same recommendation for
cleats). They can use their soccer cleats if they still fit this spring!

When will the first practice really be?: Last season, we didn't begin practices until early April. It
depends on when the snow leaves the ground and what is available for fields. A family would be notified
via email as to when and where the first practice will be. Most communication is done using team emails
through our website.

What if we have some scheduling conflicts?: Most children will have an occasional conflict with
practices or games. It could be another sport, a school play, concert, family vacation, etc. As long as the
family communicates with the coach, it should be no problem. Our league emphasizes learning and good
sportsmanship as opposed to a more "highly competitive" league.

ADULTS interested in coaching needed: We are in need of adults who are willing to help with
coaching. Our league really needs adults that either have lacrosse experience or are experienced coaches
who feel they could pick up the necessary skills. Please consider helping out!
